To protect 
the decks and prevent future deterioration, over 30,000 
sq m of specialist waterproofing membranes were 
applied. The new Flowcrete membranes incorporate a 
coloured finish and different colours were used to 
distinguish between floors and differentiate between 
bays, walkways and vehicle routes.
